We packed North Kingstown’s Sonoma Grille for February 22""s Hot Topics Supper featuring
Quonset Development Corporation Managing Director Steven J. King’s report on how develop-
ment at Quonset is boosting NK’s jobs and taxes. In essence, he dispelled these three myths:

"What development?* Almost fully developed (only 200 of 3,000+ acres are available),
Quonset already employs 8,000+.

"No Port"? Quonset IS a port: e.g., 100,000 new cars land there annually and are delivered
throughout New England by rail and truck, Electric Boat is building not one but two submarines/
year, and Providence's I-WAY bridge was built there and floated up the bay. Deep Water Wind
plans to build there and export huge underwater bases for offshore wind turbines.

Containers? Quonset may well become a feeder port for, say, 400 containers/week barged up
from New York for delivery in New England instead of burdening our roads and railways, but
only the Projo believes it will ever be a container port complete with humungous cranes and
dredging. In fact, its lack of federally financed dredging means it now need not charge an extra
tax on imports!
